Dear Parent,

Thank you for contacting North Rim Leadership Academy regarding our Challenge Camp and Family Restoration program. We realize that this is a very difficult time as a parent, but there is hope… right around the corner!  You have made a wise decision to participate in our Family Restoration Program.  Most camps and programs work directly with the troubled teen.  At North Rim we hope to impact the entire family.  As you know, your issues with your teenager are a family problem, and needs a family intervention.

Enclosed you will find the Enrollment Agreement Packet. The Enrollment Agreement contains a short description of the North Rim Leadership Academy camp, a “what to bring” sheet, a permission/medical slip, and an enrollment agreement.  Our Challenge Camps and Family Restoration Camps are generally scheduled twice a month through the year. Slots are filled on a first come, first served basis. To enroll your son or daughter, please contact our Admissions Director, Wendy Riddle at 505-391-8078.  After your child has been evaluated and has been selected as a potential student candidate Ms. Riddle will ask you to send the completed Enrollment Agreement along with payment made payable to: North Rim Leadership Academy. 

Camp Schedule

North Rim Challenge Camp (students only).  The student camp commences on Friday afternoon at 5:00 PM.  All students need to be present and ready to go by 4:00 PM.  Parents will participate in a short orientation, and then their child will begin their weekend experience.  

At this time the parents will begin their Family Restoration Experience.  The family and the child will be dismissed on Sunday afternoon at 4:00pm.

North Rim Family Restoration Camp (students and parents).  

While your child is participating in the challenge camp, you the parents will begin your Family Restoration Workshop.  We believe that it is vital to work with both the child and the parent to bring about true family restoration.  The parents will be introduced to the same curriculum that the student will be going through.  Meaning, the parents will be introduced to “Personality Insight’s” DISC Assessment, “6 Second’s” Emotional Intelligence, and the “Arbinger Institute’s” Leadership and Self-deception.  In addition, the parents will be introduced to the parent training program best known as “Love and Logic”, as well as “Love Languages”.  At the close of the camp, the family will initiate a “Family Covenant” with each other. The Family Restoration Camp is designed to relieve the immediate tension between the student and his/her parents.  Moreover, it is designed to build a platform for future effective communication.  Before any restoration can occur students and their parents must be able to “hear” each other.  They need to be able to communicate.  Before a parent can correct or teach their child, they must have a relationship.  As parents of troubled teens know all to well, there is no relationship during the rebellious upheaval. 
Camp Tuition

The cost of both camps (Student Challenge Camp as well as the Family Restoration Camp) is $650.00, breaking down to $500.00 for the student challenge camp and $150.00 for the Family Restoration Camp.  The tuition does not include lodging or meals for the parents.  The easiest way to pay for the camp is by credit card.  You will find a credit card authorization form on this site.  Please print it off and fax it, along with the other paperwork to 435-644-8292.  We will also accept personal checks.  However, personal checks will not be accepted less than 14 days prior to the camp (please pay by credit card, or send Money Order or Cashier’s Check under 14 days). PROGRAM DESCRIPTION OF CHALLENGE CAMP and FAMILY RESTORATION CAMP

Challenge Camp (Students Only)

Registration is at 4pm Friday, Graduation Ceremony is at 3:00 PM Sunday. There will be a family covenant follow-up afterwards ending the Challenge camp at 4pm.
PROGRAM BRIEF

North Rim Challenge Camp is an outdoor challenge camp for who are struggling generally, and rebelling against parental authority. Our staff have been trained and equipped to mentor and restore troubled teens. Our primary objective is to fight entitlement and self-centeredness, and to help teens to “know themselves”, “choose themselves”, and “give themselves”. The goal is to be a proactive wake up call for kids that are on a self-destructive path. The program is an intense and highly structured 48-hour leadership experience; implementing such tools as calisthenics, high adventure ropes courses, marching, teamwork initiatives, and work projects.  (For more specific information please see “Program Description” on our web site).

SPECIFIC GOALS FOR PARTICIPANTS:

During the 3-day Challenge Camp our goal is to give our students a “wake up call”.  We also want to simultaneously give them hope.  Essentially, it is time to get their life back under control before serious consequences take away all options.  We want to encourage them to get the most out of life now, without giving up their hopes and dreams for the future.  We hope that each student will learn to work together with others, and to effectively deal with frustration and adversity.  We hope to help each student to develop analytical thinking skills and to learn to problem solve without losing their cool. Moreover, we hope to teach our students the power behind submission to authority.

Through these events our students will build confidence by accomplishing more than they ever thought they could.  We hope to undermine the “selfish” and “self-centered” attitudes of our students by teaching them how and why they should serve others.  Our hope is that the North Rim Challenge Camp will help the student to recognize negative attitudes and self-defeating beliefs (thinking errors and victimization).  Additionally, our hope is that the camper will learn to submit to authority, willingly.  Finally, we hope that our students will be able to immediately apply what they have learned and begin to restore their relationships with their family.  

CAMPER EVALUATION: The North Rim staff upon completing the Challenge Camp evaluates each participant.  We will evaluate each student in the areas of Attitude, Cooperation, and Effort. Attitude is the most important. The camper needs to score a 6.0 or higher on a scale of 10 to graduate. Campers that score less than 6.0 are strongly encouraged to return to camp at the next available date. Campers who score particularly high evaluations are eligible for post camp mentoring programs offered by North Rim. Ask us for more info.

Challenge Camp – WHAT TO BRING CHECKLIST

1).  Sleeping bag or bedroll

2).  Pillow

3).  3 sets of clothes that can get dirty (perhaps thrown away)

4).  Sturdy shoes or boots, at least two pairs. They will get muddy

Family Restoration Camp (Parents)

Length:  The Family Restoration will begin Friday evening and will continue through the weekend while your child is participating in their challenge camp experience.

PROGRAM BRIEF

North Rim Family Restoration Camp is a seminar for the parents.  The main presentations/seminars cover areas that pertain to effective parent/child communication; individual personalities, temperaments, talents, and gifting.  We also cover areas that pertain to blindspots and weaknesses.  In addition, the Family Restoration seminars address Emotional Intelligence, and Choice Theory (Know Yourself, Choose Yourself, and Give Yourself).  Moreover, the Family Restoration Camp presents effective parenting styles (Love and Logic, Five Love Languages).  Finally, the Family Restoration Camp covers “Choice in Families”.  For more specific description see “Program Description” on our web site.  In conclusion, there will be a family covenant made between the family and their child.

SPECIFIC GOALS FOR PARTICIPANTS:

Our hope is that parents and their children will learn to communicate effectively, developing richness in their relationships built on trust and respect.  Students will learn the power of submitting to parental authority, and to choose their levels of freedom and liberty (take responsibility and be accountable).
